NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Board of County Commissioners of Nassau County, Florida, on March 28, 2016, in regular session, at a properly noticed Public Hearing, adopted Nassau County Ordinance No. 2016-02 , “The Nassau County Impact Fee Ordinance” authorizing the amendment of Impact Fees to fund County Parks, Fire Rescue, Law Enforcement and Administrative Facility improvements necessitated by growth. School impact fees of $3,268 per dwelling unit are unchanged and not included in this amendment.
The Impact Fee rates are updated for all new construction, both residential and non-residential, occurring within the unincorporated area of the County and within the boundaries of any municipality that has consented to its amendment, and shall be collected at issuance of a building permit for new construction.
